· Collaborates among partners and multiple teams (Data Collection, Information Management, Reporting, and Research) to ensure timely delivery of forest inventory data to analysts, researchers, and the general public.
· Assesses quality, compatibility, and limitations of various geospatial technologies and data used in a wide array of application and products.
· Works with analysts to translate complex data sets into accurate and meaningful state, regional, and local reports and maps.
· Operates complex computer systems and software packages and develops procedures to produce intricately detailed maps and graphics for the many varied forest resource programs, research projects, inventory data collection efforts, and a variety of other requirements.
