· Selects and promulgates research priorities based upon the program and Station guidelines.  Evaluates 

past research accomplishments and institutes changes as necessary.
· Meets with representatives of research institutions and agencies, Regional and Forests Staff, concerned citizens, and industrial and public interest groups to gain input into the Station’s current and future 

research direction.
· Determines most economical means of meeting the Program and Station objectives within fiscal and legal constraints and takes action to ensure the se means are followed.  Submits and justifies requests for major expenditures to higher levels of leadership

· Other duties as assigned.
