The Starkey Ungulate Ecology Team of the Pacific Northwest Research Station anticipates advertising a Geospatial Systems Specialist position, GS-0301-09.  This is a full-time permanent position.  

This position is located in the Forestry and Range Sciences Laboratory, La Grande, Oregon and is a member of the Starkey Ungulate Ecology Team (Starkey) in the Ecological Processes and Function Program (EPF).  Starkey is an interdisciplinary team of research ecologists, entomologists, foresters, range specialists, and wildlife biologists who focus on three main problems: (1) Evaluating the influence of the biophysical environment on function and properties of ecosystems, ecological communities, species, populations, and organisms; (2) Investigating the effect of ecological and anthropogenic disturbances on ecological patterns and processes, and how these disturbances and associated processes interact to determine the overall function, attributes, and dynamics of ecosystems; and (3) Characterizing the current ecological status, longer term trends and drivers of trends for biota and ecosystems, and designing methods for improving the determination, analysis and assessment of status and trends. 

The incumbent will support interdisciplinary studies, data analyses, and publications on cattle, elk, and mule deer interactions with a wide variety of disturbance regimes.  Studies include these ungulates’ effects as disturbance agents on ecosystem patterns and processes, as well as the effects of a variety of disturbance regimes on habitats and fitness measures of the ungulates. 

 Attributes of the incumbent include: 
· Demonstrated foundations in geospatial analysis, cartographic and map design, and data management 
· Experience directly related to managing large, complex spatial and tabular datasets, designing and developing relational databases, merging and working with vector and raster spatial data from multiple sources and formats, and creating charts, graphs, maps, and other figures for peer-reviewed publications
· Familiarity with technical writing and editing
· Strong quantitative skills 
· Energetic and self-motivated 
· Desire and capability to work collaboratively with a broad array of partners and stakeholders

About the Pacific Northwest Research Station: PNW Research Station is one of seven research units in the USDA Forest Service. The USDA Forest Service conducts the most extensive and productive program of integrated forestry research in the world. The scientific information produced by the Station has application on public, private, and tribal lands in the Pacific Northwest (Alaska, Oregon and Washington) and elsewhere in the United States and other parts of the world. The Station’s programs reflect the changing character of the questions that science is being asked to help answer. The PNW Research Station has approximately 400 permanent and temporary employees in professional, administrative, research, technical, and clerical positions distributed among six organizational programs and nine laboratories which provide research. The laboratories are located in Oregon, Washington, and Alaska. The Station Director’s Office is located in downtown Portland, Oregon. 

About the Forestry and Range Sciences Lab and LaGrande, OR: 
Employees at the Forestry and Range Sciences Lab represent programs that address how natural and human-associated disturbances affect natural resources, and how disturbance regimes can be effectively understood and managed on forests and rangelands.  The La Grande Lab has a long-standing history of world-class ungulate research, largely conducted since the 1940s at the Starkey Experimental Forest and Range, and of transferring that knowledge effectively and efficiently to land managers.  The La Grande Lab is the workplace for about 20 PNW employees representing four of the Station’s six research programs. The lab also houses representatives of other resource management organizations that collaborate with the PNW. The Starkey Experimental Forest and Range is located about 25 miles from the lab.

La Grande, population 13,000, is located in northeastern Oregon at an elevation of 2700 feet.  The community has 4 elementary schools, 1 middle school, and 1 high school.  La Grande is home to Eastern Oregon University, which offers Associate and Baccalaureate degrees and Masters of Science Degrees.  A private business college also is located in La Grande.  A wide variety of religious denominations are represented in the community.  Grande Ronde Hospital serves La Grande and the surrounding communities.  Recreational opportunities include backpacking, camping, hunting, fishing, swimming, tennis, track, softball, skiing, and river rafting.  Apartment rentals start at $300.00.  House rentals begin at approximately $700 per month, and the median price for purchasing a home is approximately $100,000.  Utilities are priced in the medium range.
